


Trinity Climate Action Prayer Support – April
Dear Supporter,
While we are waiting for the A Rocha Judges to agree a date (sometime in May?) to consider our Gold application, it is difficult to focus on specific prayers, apart from one, for the Trinity Eco Group.  Therefore, let us base most of our prayers this month on the seven days of Creation (Genesis 1 and 2).  Then see what comes to mind and you can choose to phrase your own prayers.
Trinity Eco Group.  Give thanks for this group and pray that God will guide them about what to do for the rest of this year both up to, during and after the judging.

Day 1: God created the heavens (outer space) and the earth. He also created day and night by separating the light from the dark -  Charities (RNIB, Sightsavers.  There are others) – pray for solutions?

Day 2: God created the sky and the atmosphere that surrounds the earth -  Charities (Clean Air Fund. There are others) – atmospheric pollution – Greenhouse gases – effects of atmospheric pollution on peoples’ health – pray for solutions?

Day 3: God created the dry land. Now the earth was divided between the dry land and the water. On this day He also created plants—big ones and small ones - Charities (The Royal Agricultural Society of England.  There are others) – Farmers at home and abroad – Trinity Eco Community Garden – pollution of oceans and rivers – sewage – the effects of deforestation (e.g. A four-lane highway cutting through protected Amazon rainforest is being built for the COP30 in the Brazilian city of Belém!) - pray for solutions?

Day 4: God created the stars, sun, and moon. The sun gives light during the day and the moon reflects the sun at night -  this one is tricky - Charities (?) space junk (old satellites, etc) – solar radiation – glaciers melting – pray for solutions?

Day 5: God created all the fish and other water creatures. He also made birds and bugs that fly -  Charities (RSPB, Butterfly Conservation, Fishermen’s Mission.  There are others) – overfishing – fishermen - decline of bird and bug populations (effect on pollination)    -  Plastic waste in the sea (This pollution chokes marine wildlife, damages soil and poisons groundwater, and can cause serious health problems) - pray for solutions?

Day 6: God creates all the animals that live on dry land. He also created the first man as a special creation. He told man that he is supposed to care for God’s creation. When God’s creation was complete, He announced that it was very good! - Charities (WWF, RSPCA, A Rocha, Tearfund. There are others) – pray for solutions?

Day 7: God rested. By doing this, God set an example to us of the importance of rest - Church (declining memberships) and charities (Open Doors. There are others)….? 
“Lord, your earth is changing – and we’ve learned it’s our fault.  Stewardship can be such a burden.  Help us to grasp the responsibility you have given us, help us respect the resources with which you have blessed us, help us to be the stewards you intend us to be.  Help us to do change, before it is too late.  Amen.”
